RULES

1. Entries are limited to Affiliated Society members and their families 

2. Competitors may only represent one society.

3. Age qualifications will be the competitors age on the day of the Festival. 

4. Entries will not be accepted after the closing date stated. 

5. Exhibits will be accepted between 9.30 am and 10.45 am as specified in syllabus. Late entries may be accepted on a display only basis.  In the event of a major problem that affects a number of entries eg. a road accident, a decision will be made by the executive at that time.
6. The points awarded for certificates towards all the trophies are 

First = 3 points, Second = 2 points, Third = 1 point respectively. 

7. If, in the opinion of the judges, a reasonable standard of proficiency is not attained, the award of any or of all the certificates and the points will not be made. 

8. Competitors may only compete within one age group 

9. Any person who receives or has received payment for the teaching of or professionally taking part in a section, may not compete in that section. 

10. All competitions:
a) Only one item per event will be accepted from any one competitor. 

b) Competitors are responsible for entering their items in the correct class.
c) All exhibits must be the bona-fide property of, and must have been made by, the competitor.
d) No prize-winning article previously entered in the competition may be entered again

e) All exhibits must have the competitor's number, event number (including number and letter) and the item being exhibited attached before arriving at the Festival

f) If the white, green, blue or yellow card is not attached to the item, Stewards will not accept the entry.

g) Names must not appear on any item, (any item displaying a competitor's name will be disqualified)

h) Every person, other than judges and necessary officials, must retire from the room while judging takes place.
i) The decision of the judges is final as regards the relative merits of exhibits

j) No exhibit or certificate shall be removed until after the Prize-Giving has taken place. 

k) In the event of any dispute the decision of the Executive Committee is final.
